Later Auditions for NCO 2026

Welcome to our Later Auditions Handbook where you'll find everything you need to know about
auditioning for one of our seven NCO orchestras in 2026!

Plec?se make sure you have explored this handbook thoroughly before you start preparing for your
audition.

Whether you're new to NCO or you've been a member before, we would love to receive your
audition. Everyone auditions afresh each year.

We are interested to hear from all young musicians, whatever their background, schooling or

circumstances. We are particularly keen to increase representation in our orchestras from

groups currently under-represented in classical music and to increase the number of children
rom state schools.

Later auditions will be open until the deadline of 9am on Monday 6" October 2025.

We are opening later auditions to select age groups, instruments, locations and activities so
please do check the list below carefully to see who is eligible to audition:

Bassoon - aged 11-13 as of 315t August 2025 who wish to audition for Orchestral weeks.

Clarinet - aged 8-13 as of 315t August 2025 who live in locations suitable for NCO London
orchestras Orchestral weekends (Greater London, South East of England, Northern Ireland) and/or
aged 11 as of 315t August 2025 who wish to audition for Orchestral weeks.

Double Bass - aged 11 or 13 as of 315* August 2025 who wish to audition for Orchestral weeks.

Harp - aged 8-13 as of 315t August 2025 who live in locations suitable for NCO London orchestras
Orchestral weekends (Greater London, South East of England, Northern Ireland).

Oboe - aged 12 as of 315t August 2025 who wish to audition for Orchestral weeks.

Trombone - aged 8-13 as of 315t August 2025 who live in locations suitable for NCO London
orchestras Orchestral weekends (Greater London, South East of England, Northern Ireland) and/or
are aged 11 as of 315t August 2025 who wish to audition for Orchestral weeks.

Tuba - aged 8-13 as of 31°t August 2025 who wish to audition for Orchestral weekends and/or aged
11-13 as of 315t August 2025 who wish to audition for Orchestral weeks.

Viola - aged 8-13 as of 315t August 2025 who live in locations suitable for NCO Midlands Orchestral
weekends (South West of England; West Midlands; East Midlands; East of England; Mid, West &
South Wales) and/or are aged 11-13 as of 31t August 2025 who wish to audition for Orchestral
weeks.

NCO North: aged 8-13 as of 31 August 2025 who play any orchestral instrument and live in
locations suitable for NCO North Orchestral weekends (for locations see P18).

what does NCO 2026 involve~?

All auditioned NCO activities include world class in-person orchestral coaching with incredible
tutors, guest artists and conductors, as well as access to our online activities and resources.

If you audition for NCO 2026 you will be auditioning to join orchestras who either meet for
Orchestral weeks or Orchestral weekends. You can read more about each option on the next
two pages.

NB If a young musician is offered and accepts a place in NCO 2026, they and their parent/carer
make a commitment that the young musician will attend in full the activities for their orchestra -
that’s either two Orchestral weeks or two Orchestral weekends in 2026.

orchestral weeks

If you've been in NCO before, these orchestras were previously called our National Orchestras.

We have three age-banded symphony orchestras that meet for two residential Orchestral
weeks in the year - one week in the spring (April) school holidays and one in the summer (July or
August) school holidays, leading to a concert at the end. As well as rehearsals and sectionals,
members enjoy recreation and social activities, creative workshops and wellbeing sessions.

The three age-banded orchestras are based on the age they will be on the 31t of August of the
year in which they audition for NCO, and young musicians come from across the United Kingdom.

The orchestra made up of our eldest members (those aged 13 on 31t August 2025) also meet up
for a non-residential weekend in November/December, leading to a public performance.

Winter Weekend

For those aged 13 as of 31st August 2025 (Under 14 Orchestra) there will be an additional non-
residential weekend culminating in a public concert, in November 2026.

If you've been in NCO before, these orchestras were previously called our Projects Orchestras.
orchestral weekends

There are four orchestras where young musicians come together for two non-residential
Orchestral weekends - one weekend in the spring (February or March) and one in the summer
(June). The weekends involve non-residential, daytime, orchestral activities bringing together
musicians of mixed ages (8-14) and ability and currently take place in the North West, the Midlands
and at two venues in London.

Each weekend has a musical theme, and the programme includes a range of well-known music,
new discoveries and new music written specifically for the young musicians. Guest artists
(previously including Jess Gillam, Sheku Kanneh-Mason and Nate Holder) play alongside young
musicians.

Who can join NCO 20267

Everyone auditions for a place in our auditioned orchestras each year - players that have been an
NCO member previously and players who are new to NCO, including those who may never have
played in an orchestra before. This makes it fair for all young musicians interested in joining NCO.

It is free to audition, and auditions are submitted via a pre-recorded video.

We welcome later auditions for NCO 2026 from young musicians who play the instruments listed on
page 1and:

e play an orchestral instrument to the appropriate standard and

e are British citizens or are living/studying in the UK (please check with us if you are unsure)

Orchestral instruments are considered to be: Flute, Oboe, Clarinet, Bassoon, French Horn, Cornet,
Trumpet, Trombone, Tuba, Percussion, Harp, Violin, Viola, Cello or Double Bass.

Depending on your child’'s age and playing experience, they will be eligible to audition for our
resri]dential Orchestral weeks, our non-residential Orchestral weekends or to be considered for
either.

Children do not need to have taken any formal grade exams to be part of NCO, because offers
of membership are based on their playing and musicality in their audition video. However, in order
for your child to have the best possible time at NCO, we recommend that they are able to play at a
certain level and so we offer age band and grade guidance for each type of orchestra. We are
looking for children at all levels in the bands listed. If you are not sure of their approximate grade
standard, your child’s instrumental teacher may be agle to help.

Please look at the table on the following page before applying. You will be asked in the Audition
Application form to tell us which type of orchestral activity your child is auditioning for. A couple
of things to note:

e Players who apply for our orchestras who meet for non-residential Orchestral weekends are
mixed ability, with a wide range of players. In 2025 this has included many playing at the entry
grades of 3/4, many at the higher grades of 7/8 and many in-between! We are so excited to
hear young musicians play and to shape the programme according to those who audition. We
create parts of different difficulties so everyone can have a meaningful experience that is
appropriate to them. The opportunities are exciting here for all players - including peer-to-
peer learning and inspiration, building strong orchestral and collaborative players.

e If your child would like to audition on more than one instrument, please complete a separate
application form for each instrument, with entirely separate audition recordings. Please note
that should your child be offered a place, a membership offer will only be given for one
instrument in one orchestra.

Notes for specific instruments

Depending on which type of activityéresidential orchestral weeks or non-residential orchestral
weekends) that you would like to audition for at NCO, there may be some different guidance
depending on your instrument. This is because of the music that is played at the different
activities, so that we know that young musicians will be comfortable and confident taking part in
those activities.

BASSOON

To take part in our Orchestral weeks, bassoonists need to play bassoons in C, not transposing
tenoroons or mini bassoons (in F or G). You can still audition for Orchestral Weeks on a
tenoroon/mini bassoon as long as you are happy to commit to playing a full-size bassoon from
February 2026.

Bassoonists can apply to take part in our Orchestral weekends on a tenoroon, mini bassoon or
bassoon.

CELLO

Cellists a?ditioning to take part in our Orchestral weekends should have some familiarity with
tenor clef.

CORNET

Cornet players are welcome to audition for our Orchestral weekends but it's not possible to
audition on cornet for our Orchestral weeks.

HARP

If you are a harpist auditioning for Orchestral weekends, you can be playing on a lever harp or a
pedal harp and it’s OK if you change from lever to pedal between auditioning and first NCO activity.

Percussionists auditioning for the Orchestral weekends can perform on two different orchestral
instruments or can prepare one piece on drum kit and one on snare/another orchestral
percussion instrument.

PERCUSSION

We realise that percussionists may have to film their auditions in different spaces to access all
the instruments required or may have to move the camera or instruments into different positions
to get yourself and the instruments in full view. Because of these logistics, we allow
percussionists only to edit together different videos, or press pause in between pieces to
rearrange your instruments and set-up or move locations. If you would like to talk to us about any
of the above, including difficulty accessing a space or instruments to record your audition please

TRONBONE

Trombonists auditioning for Orchestral weeks should be able to read tenor clef fluently.

Trotr)r|1bor|1i?cts auditioning for the Orchestral weekends can audition whether they read bass or
treble clef.

You can audition on Tenor or Bass Trombone.

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TUBA

Tubas auditioning for Orchestral weeks, should be able to read bass clef fluently.

Tubas auditioning for Orchestral weekends can audition whether they read bass or treble clef.
VIOLA

Viola players auditioning for the residential Orchestral weeks should be able to read the treble
clef fluently.

For viola players auditioning for non-residential Orchestral weekends, we prefer them to have
some familiarity with treble clef.



What Does it Cost to be part of NCO?

To take part in NCO there are membership fees as outlined below. We are pleased to offer
financial support to help ensure everyone who is offered a place has the opportunity to take part.

orchestral week fees

The membership fee to take part in two Orchestral weeks in 2026 is:
Under 12 and Under 13 Orchestras (those aged 11 or 12 as of 31t August 2025) £2100
Under 14 Orchestra (those aged 13 as of 315t August 2025*) £2300

orchestral weekend fees
The membership fee to take part in two Orchestral weekends in 2026 is: £400
Financial supponrt

The true cost to NCO of providing a place in an NCO orchestra is more than double the fees above.
NCO subsidises activities to keep fees as low as possible and works hard each year to raise the
funds which cover the balance.

Our aim is that money doesn’t create a barrier to a child hoping to take part in our activities. We
want any young musician, no matter their back%round or circumstance, to have the opportunity to
accept their offer of a place in NCO. It is possible to have all or part of your child’'s fees paid for
you through our Financial Support programme.

NCO prioritises financial support for families:
e where the childis in state education and/or

e who are entirely based in the UK, with working parent/s (including single parents and/or those
who are also receiving benefits to supplement their employment income, unless they are
unable to do so on medical grounds/another exceptional reason).

NCO support is means-tested so once your child has been offered a place, we ask for a range of
information and supporting documents from those who would like to make an application for
support.

For Orchestral weeks, NCO will consider providing financial support on a sliding scale (25% - 100%)
to families with a gross household income less than c. £80,000.

For Orchestral weekends, NCO will consider providing financial support (100% or 50%) to families
with a gross household income less than c. £60,000. For Orchestral weekends only, NCO will also
prioritise families who are living a considerable distance from where activity is taking place, as
well as being on a lower income.

Thank you in advance for your time in providing this detail and for your transparency - it really
does help us to best consider your request. We will ask you for some information about:

» Your finances, including your gross annual income, dividends and company ownership,
pension/s, savings and property ownership and any benefits or grants you receive

e Where your child goes to school, including whether they are receiving any bursaries or
scholarships or are eligible for Free School Meals or Pupil Premium

e Your other dependants
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e Whether you have applied for grants from other sources e.g. charities or your local
authority (we recommend this%

. ?ny other circumstances which will affect your capacity to pay your child’s membership
ees

As a charity, NCO raises funds to provide financial support to young musicians each year. In a
normal year, our Financial Support programme has the capacity to support around 10 - 15% of our
members, depending on the funding level we have raised. There is no guarantee we will be able
to offer support for every application we receive, even if you’ve received support from us
before. We recommend that you apply to other funding sources alongside your NCO Financial
Support application as we are expecting significant demand for support.

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How to Audition for NCO 2026 in 5 steps

Step 1: Tell us you are interested:!

If you are interested in auditioning for NCO, it would be very helpful to us if you could let us know
by completing this Expression of Interest form. This short form allows us to not only send you any
audition reminders and updates we might have but also helps us to know if we are reaching
children from different locations, backgrounds, who play different instruments and for both our
residential and non-residential orchestras. This in turn can help us to focus our efforts spreading
the word and to plan for the considerable number of staff we need for the next stage -
adjudication and moderation of auditions.

Step 2: Read our video audition information

Please read through our video audition preparation and recording information before you start.
Everyone who auditions for NCO prepares a ‘Video Audition’.

Many people get nervous about auditions, but there’s no need to worry. All children are in the
same boat and everyone is rooting for you. Also, as our auditions are by video, you can send us
your best version!

Preparing for your Video Audition

Please prepare two pieces of music around 2-3 minutes each.

Please note that you cannot submit portions of videos recorded for examinations, such as ABRSM
Performance Exams. This is in breach of the terms and conditions of examination boards and can
disqualify %ou from the exam the video was originally submitted for and from taking any future
exams with that examination board.

Your pieces should contrast in speed and style e.g. one fast and one slow, to show the range of
your ability. It is fine for them to be extracts of longer pieces, but they should be no longer than
five minutes each. It is not enough to play one longer piece with contrasting sections, please
prepare two.

Before you decide what to play, please read the notes for specific instruments in the ‘Who Can
Join NCO 2026’ section earlier in this Handbook and bear in mind your whole recording (including
your brief introduction as described in the ‘Recording your Video’ section) should not exceed 10
minutes in total.

When choosing your pieces, please think carefully about what you can play confidently. It's much
better to play something you know really well, than to overstretch yourself with something new
that might still need more practise!

You do not need to be accompanied for your prepared pieces. You may have a piano accompanist
if you choose to but there is no disadvantage to playing unaccompanied, so please think about
what will make you feel most comfortable. Recorded accompaniment is not permitted.

Top tips for your audition:

¢ We love to see that you're enjoying yourself and that you like making music! So, choose
pieces that you enjoy performing and see how you can tell us a little bit of a story through

your playing.

e We love to hear two contrasting pieces so that we can see the different ways that you can
ﬁlay. So please choose one that’s fast and one that’s slow - your teacher should be able to
elp you choose!

e If you're a percussionist we want to see two different instruments and different styles of
playing.

e Make sure you choose a piece that you can play really comfortably. For example, we’d
rather hear a grade six piece you can play really well, than a grade seven piece that's still a
little bit out of reach.

e Allow yourself to make a few mistakes! We know that when you are recording a video to
send to us it's really hard to be happy sending off a few mistakes. But we ignore three or
four mistakes in an audition - it’s life and it happens to us all!

We really want you to do well so do your very best, have fun preparing your audition and we can’t
wait to see you play!

Step 3: Record your Audition
How, where and when~?

Don’t worry if you’'ve never done a video audition before, we have detailed instructions on how
best to set up your video audition. All you need is a smart phone or camera with reasonable sound
quality and a place to film your audition. You will need to read through our guidance, record your
audition, upload your video to an unlisted YouTube link and then submit the link to us in your
application form.

If you don’t have access to a smart phone or camera to record your audition, please contact us at
auditions@nco.org.uk and we will be happy to help.

The date, place and timing for each audition is at the discretion of whoever is making the
arrangements - it could be in your own home or where you have your instrumental music lessons
for example.

What should my Audition Pieces video include?
At the start of your video, please introduce yourself briefly (around 30 seconds) by telling us:
¢ Your name, age and the pieces you are going to play and

e Tell us the answer to one of these two questions:
What excites you about making music in a group? or
What are your top 3 tunes (classical or not!)?

You can then pause the recording before you then record both of your pieces in one take. You
may edit together your spoken introduction video and the video of you playing your two audition
pieces if you need to take a moment to move to your instrument and set yourself up ready to play.
However, you should still play your two audition pieces in one take. Please don't add any kind of
video or audio editing/effects to your audition recording - it distracts us from hearing your

playing.

Your video will be adjudicated and then moderated by two NCO tutors and our official moderator.

If offered a place in NCO 2026, in which orchestras will young
musicians be placed?

If you are offered a place in one of our age-banded orchestras who meet for two residential
Orchestral weeks during the year, you will be placed in one of our three orchestras according to
your age as of 315t August 2025.

If you are offered a place in one of our non-residential orchestras who meet for two Orchestral
Weekends during the year, you will be placed in an orchestra in one of four locations. In order to
create the best orchestral experience, we allocate places to create balanced orchestras in each
of the four locations. Applicants who are successful in their audition for a non-residential
orchestra will generally be allocated to the following locations based on where they live:

Nortg\: North West of England, North East of England, North Wales, Scotland, Yorkshire and the
Humber

Miclilands: South West of England; West Midlands; East Midlands; East of England; Mid, West & South
Wales

London (x2 orchestras): Greater London, South East of England, Northern Ireland
